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A WORD FROM OUR PASTOR

Have you ever wondered how a group of around 120 people at Pentecost (Acts 2) could turn into an
explosive movement of God where many were saved, the church grew, and communities and
governments took notice? The truth of the Gospel of Jesus Christ and the power of the Holy Spirit moving
are main answers to this question, and no movement of God takes place without either occurring.
However, what cannot be missed next is the influence and engagement of people and the culture by the
disciples who followed Christ. Those who came to Christ did not sit idly by in a church building and saying
this was God’s work. Instead, they acknowledged what God alone can do (save people & change hearts)
and did what they were called to do (influence/engage people with the Gospel that leads to salvation).
When they obeyed and God worked lives, communities, and the world were changed.

The way God worked in the first century is the way He has worked since then, and still works. He does
what He alone can do, and we do that to which we are called. Our call is to influence and engage people
with the Gospel, and we will focus on this reality on Sundays, September 12" — October 3™. We will
investigate God’s Word on ways to influence and engage. We will look at ways to directly influence and
engage — @ home/work, through events we have scheduled: Love Jax — a community ministry event
with more details to come; a community movie night on November 13”‘; our Creation to the Cross
Christmas walk-through event on December 18" & 19" and training on how to engage others and share
our faith on Saturday, October 9™. As we engage directly, we also engage indirectly when we tithe & give
to both the church and special offerings such as our Maguire State Missions Offering in September, which
helps to plant churches, replant churches, and minister to those in need.

For some reason, though we follow Christ and take our faith seriously, we struggle with the responsibility
of influencing and engaging. We are nervous and do not want to make a mistake; we do not think we are
worthy of influencing/engaging anyone because we know our own struggles are real; we make excuses or
deny what Scripture says so that we do not have to accept our responsibility to influence and engage.
Whatever the reason, | pray each of us will allow God to help us overcome it & instead embrace our place
and blessing in influencing and engaging others with God’s truth & the love of Christ.
