The year was 1815. All of Europe was in a 
perpetual panic as Napolean Bonaparte had 
escaped from his island prison in the 
Mediterranean & had amassed a new Grand 
Army to face the combined forces of Europe 
under the command of British General 
Wellington on the fields of Waterloo. 
 
The people of Great Britain held their breath. 
Would Wellington be able to defeat the 
brilliant & charismatic Napoleon? No one had 
ever been able to defeat him in open warfare. 
The fate of the world hung in the balance. 
 
As the battle ensued, messages were flashed 
via bonfire across the English Channel. Finally, 
the message came: “Wellington defeated…,” & 
then the fog descended & the rest of the 
message was lost. 
 
“Wellington defeated!” England flew into a fit 
of despair. Would Napoleon now invade their 
blessed isle? “Wellington defeated!” What, if 
anything, would be left of the allied army, their 
sons & brothers? “Wellington defeated!” 
Would the wildfires of revolution now wreak its 
havoc across the rest of the world? 
 
But in the morning the fog lifted under the 
dissipating rays of the rising sun. And now the 
entire message was flashed cross the waves. 
“Wellington defeated Napoleon! Victory is 
assured!” Instantly the mood of the nation was 
transformed from despair to hope; from 
hopelessness to rejoicing! Victory was snatched 

from the jaws of defeat. The monster had been 
defeated, the realm was secure. “Wellington 
defeated Napoleon!” 
 
Two thousand years ago no one knew it was 
“Good Friday.” To the people of faith & the 
hosts of heaven it appeared that the monster 
of Hell had won. God’s only Son hung lifeless 
on a cruel cross. His soul was descended into 
the depths of hell even as his cruelly beaten 
body was lowered into a stone cold tomb. The 
message to the world was trumpeted across 
the heavens: “Jesus defeated…” The Son of 
Heaven, imprisoned in Hell; the Star of the 
Morning with His light snuffed out; the Prince 
of life enshrouded in death… 
 
But on that Easter morning the entire message 
was revealed as the Son of Righteousness rose 
with healing in His wings. “Jesus defeated sin, 
death, & hell itself!” The rising Son dissipated 
the fog that enshrouded all humanity & He 
declared to all who will believe: “Sin & death 
shall no longer terrorize you! I am alive & you, 
too, shall live forevermore!” 
 
The words of one of my former pastors 
articulates well the edge of despair on which 
we live in sin, yet the glorious truth of 
resurrection through the Savior who gives us 
life! May we seize these words of truth & allow 
God’s endless hope to well up within us. Please 
make worship at Easter season a priority as we 
have services on Palm Sunday March 24th, 
Good Friday March 29th, & Easter Sunday
